Recommendations prior to fitting X-Block

1. To maximise the potential savings offered by fitting X-Block we strongly advise you to test your machine for air leaks and rectify them before connecting X-Block. Any leaks would reduce the effectiveness of the device and could, if the air leaks were severe, prevent X-Block from reaching its set pressure thereby preventing the machine from operating correctly.

2. Please ensure the air supply is dry and filtered to at least 40 microns.

3. If the machine is operating in a dusty or aggressive environment or is subject to wash down procedures then we would advise the X-Block to be housed in a small protective enclosure.

There are readily available tools on the market to assist in the locating and evaluating of air leaks such as ultrasonic leak detectors and a range of digital flow meters. A selection is listed below –

Ultrasonic leak detector (part no. 9061) ignores background noise and homes in on the unique ultrasonic sound characteristics of air leaks from up to a distance of 6 metres. Priced £285.00

Digital display electronic flow meters to enable the severity of leaks to be quantified which can display both instantaneous (litres per minute) or accumulative flow (total litres consumed). Two ranges are available both supplied with leads for connection to a 24vdc power supply.

Note: the latter may be used to record total air consumption of the machine itself by connecting to the air supply to the machine.
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
